Third Grade Biography Project
Dear Parents,

During the month of ____, the third graders will be completing a biography project.  There are several steps in this process.  Below you will find an outline of the parts and when they are due.  Some of this work will be done at school and some of it will need to be completed at home.

Step 1 – Students will be choosing a famous person to research, this will be done during our scheduled library time.

Step 2 – Students will need to read their biography and complete the Biography Organizational Packet.  This step needs to be done at home.
Step 3 – Create a 1-2 minute speech (in first person) using the information from the organizational packet.  This step will be done at school during our scheduled computer class.

Step 4 – Students will need to create a visual or bring in props for their BioWax Museum.  The props can be handmade or items that are recognizably related to the person you are studying.  This step needs to be done at home.
Step 5 – Dress like your famous person!  On _______ the students will dress like their famous person and participate in a “Wax Museum”.  Students will take on the role of their famous person, and using their props, speak as their famous person.  As this date gets closer, I will send out more information.  Parents will be invited to view the Wax Museum as well!  The students will practice eat home and in school for this part.
You don’t need to buy anything for this, be creative with items you have at home!
